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Our Future Takes O

n May, UPS announced a $1 billion

expansion that will increase sorting

capacity over the next five years and
create more than 5,000 additional jobs.

"We anticipate strong growth in global
trade to continue for years to come,”’
said Mike Eskew, UPS's chairman and
CEO. "Expanding the centerpiece of our
worldwide infrastructure is absolutely
necessary to support the long-term needs
of our customers”

The expansion plan calls for the addition
of three aircraft load/unload “wings”
to the hub building followed by the
installation of high-speed conveyor and
computer control systems. While the
configuration has yet to be finalized, work
will begin later this year and be complete
by 2010.

The plan will increase Worldport by
1.1 million square feet to 5.1 million
square feet - the equivalent of more than
113 football fields. The project also will
embrace construction of new ramp space
to accommodate the giant A-380 and 747-
400 cargo planes UPS has ordered, plus a
new vehicle loading facility for the ground
network that serves Louisville.

"UPS Worldport has a significant
economic impact on Louisville and
Kentucky even beyond the creation
of UPS jobs,” said Bob Lekites, UPS's
Louisville-based vice president of airline
and international operations. “More than
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90 companies have moved to Louisville in
recent years just to be close to Worldport.
So this additional investment will create a
better Louisville and a better Kentucky and
we're extremely pleased with the support
we've received from Gov. Ernie Fletcher
and Louisville Mayor Jerry Abramson.”

Worldport is the home base of UPS
Airlines, the ninth largest airline in the
world. The company’s extensive air
network includes international air hubs
in Cologne, Taipei, Miami (to serve
Latin America), an intra-Asia hub in the
Philippines, and the UPS Worldport—the
four million, square-foot heart of UPS's
global air network.

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Beyond 2010

ouisville International Airport is taking steps to

accommodate current airport growth needs, and

secure the community's economic future, by
putting infrastructure in place to retain and attract aviation-
related companies and jobs.

This current project is referred to as “Beyond 2010 and
implements portions of the airport master plan that was
adopted by the airport board in 2002 and approved by the
Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) in 2004.

Beyond 2010 includes some key airfield-area
modifications. These include:

1. Designing and planning for the construction of Taxiway
A to support the addition of Group VI (A-380 and 747-400)
aircraft to the UPS fleet;

2. Relocating the airport’s inside-the-fence perimeter road west of Taxiway A;
3. Relocating the FedEx facility farther south and west on the airfield;

4. Re-routing the portion of Crittenden Drive that runs alongside the airport to an area
immediately east of and adjacent to the CSX rail tracks; and

5. Improving the runway safety areas for Runway 11/29, the airport’s cross-wind runway,
in compliance with a recent FAA and Congressional safety initiative.

Why is Beyond 2010 important? Because, as of 2002, Louisville's airports generated
over:

® 36,000 total local annual jobs

e $1.6 billion total annual payroll

e $4 4 billion in total annual business expenditures

e $221 million in total annual state and local tax payments

The 2002 data above excludes UPS bringing Worldport fully on line, basing heavy freight
operations in Louisville, and the recently announced $1 billion Worldport expansion,
which alone should add an additional 5,000 jobs. The continued success of UPS is just
one example of the tremendous economic impact generated through an expanded
Louisville International Airport.
